Denis Wood has created an atlas unlike any other. Surveying Boylan Heights, 

his small neighborhood in North Carolina, he subverts the traditional no-

tions of mapmaking to discover new ways of seeing this place, the people who 

live there, and the nature of “place” itself. Each map creates an attentiveness 

to place that attunes the eye to the invisible, the overlooked, and the seem-

ingly insignificant. From radiowaves permeating the air to the location of 

Halloween pumpkins on porches, Wood searches for the revelatory details in 

what has never been mapped or may not even be mappable.

Everything Sings creates 

a multi-layered and resonant story not only about Boylan Heights, but about 

the endeavor of truly knowing the places which we call home.

DENIS WOOD is a geographer, an independent scholar, and the author of several books 

on maps, their power and subjectivity. He curated the exhibition The Power of Maps for 

the Cooper Hewitt National Museum of Design which resulted in both the popular book 

of the same name and a remounting at the Smithsonian. Rethinking the Power of Maps is 

out this year from Guildford as well as a 2nd edition of Making Maps, co-authored with 

John Krygier. Selected maps from Everthing Sings have been exhibited internationally 

and included in a variety of publications, including You Are Here by Katherine Harmon.

Remember, hailed as “a masterpiece” by Paul Auster. Admired for his visual art as
